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Automatic tendency: Marriage between the first earth and the
world
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In his recent works, the artist ( ) attempts to erode the place in nature and extracts
the aesthetic value resulting from this erosion, adding to it a distinctive own view
through his handling of raw materials already existent in nature. He accomplishes
this through his technical preoccupations of material, colour and surface of the
painting, producing resounding work in terms of technique & sophistication.
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The non-traditional technique displayed in this exhibition is not everything. In
addition, the treatment of colours, the unusual dare in using them and the
remarkable results yielded thereof, form together yet another integral part of the
beautiful artworks of this thrifty artist. This technique imposes on its user a habit of
continuous return to own work, adding a dynamic nature to the artistic process and
making it receptive to omissions as well as adaptations and this is the source of the
scarcity of his exhibitions.
